Moorgate and the road past the Buckinghamshire Arms up to park gates, are all living adjacent to roads designated with the National Speed Limit, which means a motor vehicle can legally travel these roads at speeds up to 60 miles per hour.

I don’t think any of these roads are in keeping with the current speed designation for a number of reasons as follows….

Road conditions, they are all single track with many bends and overgrown verges and hedges restricting the way forwards.
Difficulty in passing any oncoming vehicles which may often require one vehicle to reverse into any other oncoming traffic.
Many of the residential buildings along these roads have access directly onto the highway and/or entrance with restricted vision both up and down the highway (concealed to road traffic)
Most have groups of residential homes along them.
All are subject to hikers/walkers due to local designated walks and vicinity to a very popular National Trust property.

In addition to any obvious safety benefits any reclassification would be visible to all residents and as such could aid the popularity of the Blickling Parish Council should it be made known they approached the Highways Agency and/or Borough Council to petition should safety improvement action.
