	I would request please that the Parish Council discuss, propose and pursue with the relevant body, the issue of the state of the road at the bottom of Silvergate Lane opposite the church.

	This issue is currently at a peak due to both weather and the restrictions in place on the National Trust car park.

	I do appreciate parking there should be allowed and is necessary for people attending the church or cemetery.

	However I think there are two simple solutions:-
	a) apply a metalled surface to the current verge area on one side or the other to facilitate parking as is currently practiced.
	b) apply posts or barriers, sympathetic to the surroundings, to stop vehicles from leaving the current metalled surface of the road.

	I would suspect this is an issue that has previously been considered by the Parish council and whether that be the case or not, it remains an outstanding issue for residents and users of Silvergate Lane whether vehicle or pedestrian.

	Perhaps a simple survey would underline this and even add weight to pressure on the relevant body through a signed petition from residents.
